Oxford Sales 

There are several opportunities coming up to purchase &/or market Oxfords this spring. In 

addition to the several Oxford breeders who will be holding their own on-line sales, there will 

be several sales with open invitations to consignors. To learn about the breeders’ on-line sales, 

go to the “Oxford Breeders” Facebook group. 

Deadlines are coming up quickly for the open consignment sales, so please check those out 

closely. 

National Oxford On-Line Sale – Once again, the American Oxford Sheep Association (AOSA) will 

be sponsoring a National Oxford On-Line Sale on the Breeders World on-line platform. This on-

line sale is scheduled for April 22, 2025. The sale will run from 12:00 noon to 8:00 PM (Eastern 

Time). April 15 is the deadline for consignments. Check-out the information at the Association’s 

website at the Documents/Forms tab. 

Indiana Premier Sale – This sale is held at the Hancock County Fairgrounds in Greenfield, IN. The 

dates are April 25-26; with a consignment deadline of March 12. In addition to Oxfords, several 

other breeds will be offered at this sale (Hampshires, Lincolns, Cheviots and Southdowns); this 

sale also features the National Shropshire Sale and the Midwest Regional Katahdin Sale. The 

sale will be simulcast live and with online bidding with Harmeyer Auction & Appraisal Co.

Ohio Showcase Sale – Select Livestock Services will once again manage the “Big” sheep sale 

weekend in Greenville, OH (Darke County Fairgrounds).

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National Oxford Sale – This annual live show/sale will be on June 6-7 at the IL State Fairgrounds 

in Springfield. The deadline for consignment entries is April 15. The show and AOSA Annual 

Meeting will be on Friday, June 6, and the National Sale will be on Saturday, June 7. Again this 

year, we will be joined at the sale by the National Cheviot Sale, as well as, sales featuring Tunis, 

Suffolk and, hopefully, a few more breeds. Breeders world will provide the on-line bidding 

component for folks who can’t attend the sales in person. The National Oxford Show and Sale 

entry form (and other information) is available at the Association’s website at the 

Documents/Forms tab. An important note, this year we have added 3 slick sheared classes. 

Remember, the AOSA Board of Directors changed their previous rule regarding wool 

fitting/animal presentation for shows and sales and that change was in effect last year. Oxfords 

may now be offered for sales and shown in full fleece, slick shorn or slick shorn to the hips.
